This brief article is written in the hope that it will lead to the dis-
covery of further examples of a most interesting maritime marking and thus
supply the proof that it is of South African origin,

In the second last paragraph on page 21 of Dr J. H. Harvey Pirie's excel-
lent book on World War II Philately of Southern and Esstern Africa, the Tollow-
ing words appear:-

"This mark may or may not be a South African one. It is on an Air Letter
Form (I A I' F' = 1083) and is believed to heve been posted on a tanker at
Lourenco Marques., It haes a Durban censor's seal, The mark is a circular one
of 33mm. diameter, in violet from a rubber stemp and reads "WaritimeAail", Tt
has been suggested that the mark is really of West Indian origin,"

Through the courtesy of Dr Harvey Pirie, I am able to illustrate the cover
in question,

A few months ago I was fortunate to obtain an example for my own collec-
tion and wrote to Dr Pirie to find out more about it. He was most helpful,
and told me that my mark was the only one on record besides his own that he
knew of.

My own example, also on an Air Letter Form, but British as distinect from
Dr Pirie's example which is of Indian origin, hss the address inside of the
R.N.A. Hospital, Durban, and is dated 20th July, 1944. It is to an addresses
in Treland and has the usual Irish Censor marking. It has been franked with a
6d. Small War Effort stamp and has been censored in Durban the label being tied
with the Union Coat of Arms type mark with the letter "C" underneath.,

The "mystery" is of course why an "air letter" should have a "maritime
mail' marking. At first I was of the opinion that this mark had been applied
because the letter could not be sent by air for one reason or enother, On the
other hand a British Naval Hospital in Durban would be regarded by the Nevy as
& ship, whether on dry land or otherwise, so it is quite feasible that the mark
was applied in the hospital Post Office,, If that were so, however, it is very
strange that only two examples have come %o light, It may have been & temp-
orary handstamp pending the receipt of a F. P. 0, cancellor, so that informa-
tion as to the date on which the Hospital was opened might help to clear up
the mystery,

Should any member be able to give any information, or have an example of
the mark in his collection, I should be obliged if he would let me have de-
tails, so that they may be put on record in a future issue of the magazine,

PosSTCARDS
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2d UNION BUILDINGS, 1945-50 - A MULTTIPOSITIVE PROBLEM

The six frame cylinders employed to print this group of stamps (Plates
V =~ VIII in the old classification; Issues 5 - 13 in the new) were all produced
from a common mulitpositive., Several flaws which appear on all the different
cylinders prove this, a good example being row 18, no.2, white spot in top right
COTNET .

A flow, like the one just mentioned, which is present on the multiposit-
ive plate from the beginning, normally appears on all the printing cylinders pre-
pared therefrom, Quite frequently further flaws develop on the multipositive
later on and these will not appear on the early cylinders, but they will norm-
ally appear on all cylinders prepared subsequent to the flaw!s appearance on the
miltipositive, How, though, can one explain flaws which occur on the early cyl-
inders, disappear on subseguent ones, and re-appear on yet later ones?

Such an occurrence takes place on row 4, no,6, on which there are two
multipogitive flawss-

It is apparent that A was present on the multipositive from the beginning

and throughout its life, while B is an acquired flaw present from Cylinder > on-
wards; but what aboul the appearing and disappearing nature of A?

Some poseibilities which occur to one are:s-

(a) Retouching on the printing cylinders (3 and 5 only), No re-
touching was done to the multipositive as the flaw re-appears.

(b) Removal from the surface of these two cylinders during a pro-
cess of polishing up after etching, in preparation for printing.

However, there scem to be some objections to these possibilitiss:-

(a) While the flaw is rather a prominent one, there are others
which are more prominent and which have not been removed.
There is no other evidence of retouching in this group of

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stamps at all, so why pick out this one for attention on two
different ¢ylinders?

(b) Because the flaw is prominent it is probably deeply etched on the
cylinder, so that its removal during polishing up, assuming such a
process takes place, scems unlikely,
